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The purpose of this document is to describe the SIEF operating rules, the cost sharing & data sharing principles of the full dossier and the organization and participation in the Joint submission according to the SIEF model agreement developed by Cefic. The above mentioned rules have been developed in a way to provide a fair, transparent and non discriminatory data sharing model according to Art. 27 (3) of REACH Regulation.

SIEF model agreement – The Cefic Legal Aspect of REACH Implementation Team (LARIT) team has developed a SIEF model agreement which has been further adapted to the needs of the sodium chlorate SIEF and has been reviewed by the legal departments of the Consortium Secretariat and of the members. One should note that the signature of the SIEF agreement will constitute an agreement to the conditions of accession to the Joint Submission and replace what has been sometimes described until now as a “Letter of Access”. A copy of the SIEF agreement can be found from the LoAshop (http://loashop.reachcentrum.eu). While the SIEF agreement is a bilateral contract between the Lead Registrant and the individual members of the SIEF, the Lead Registrant signs on behalf of the members of the Consortium and is therefore granted a Power of Attorney.

Data Sharing Model – the cost sharing mechanism adopted by the Consortium is based on an equal share per company. For studies value, a 50% reduction – right to refer for REACH only - is applied. For the Administrative costs (for development of the IUCLID dossier and CSR), no specific reduction is applied. At the end of each registration period the updated share of the cost of the dossier/studies is recalculated based on actual information (additional requirements from ECHA – consortium management after 2010, new registrants or requests from other SIEFs for read-across). The funds raised from new registrants are used to refund the former registrants. The total cost of the dossier is therefore shared by the actual total number of registrants at any point in time, avoiding thus calculating the share based on a too hypothetical number of registrations.

Organization and participation in the Joint Submission – If your company is interested in participating in the Joint Submission of Sodium Chlorate, you should take the following necessary steps: 

· Go to the LoAshop (http://loashop.reachcentrum.eu. In order to access the website, companies need to open an account for which they need their company UUID. Once the account is created and the password is chosen, the user will receive an e-mail with a link to activate the account. The created account will then automatically link the company with the substances for which a Letter of Access is available to purchase. 

· After ordering a LoA for the relevant substance and tonnage band, the system then generates the invoice. To proceed to payment, you have two options:

· payment by credit card 

· payment by bank transfer

· After the invoice has been sent out and the payment has been accepted by our accountancy department, the system will send out the Letter of Access to the purchaser, providing them with proof they have a legitimate right to refer to the joint registration dossier, the ‘token’ to get access to the joint submission object in REACH IT, and, if necessary, a copy of the joint registration dossier.

Cost details - As of this date, the total value of the Dossier (IUCLID + CSR + full value of the complete data set before the 50% reduction) until 2013 is 1,543,820.90 €.

The value of the Dossier, (including the right to refer to studies of the relevant Annex)

for the different tonnage bands are:

> 1000 tpa & 100 - 1000 tpa: 960,330.25 € (no studies in annex X)

10 - 100 tpa: 549,584.75 €

1 - 10 tpa: 479,627.25 €

As of this date, there are 6 registrants, and thus one additional share for the > 1000 tpa or 100 – 1000 tpa tonnage bands will be in total: 128,398.75 €. The final costs and number of registrants for the 2013 deadline will be checked after mid 2013 and possible reimbursement will be done.
For the use of the LoAshop by the SIEF member a handling fee is added to the total costs of the Letter of Access.
What you will get - We will send you an IUCLID export file which can be modified together with a copy of the CSR (if requested) and the Guidance on Safe Use. Note that you will need to review the CSR and Guidance on Safe use to adapt it to your company specific data if necessary.

Important note: As the Joint submission will not include the CSR it is essential that you include this document in your individual Legal Entity registration. Note that in order to process your access to the joint Submission in a timely manner, you should order a Letter of Access well before the May 31st, 2013.
